Hi Sharon, this is how to use the hotel app I have written for you.

When you open the app you get a start screen with 3 options.

Add New Data :   Adds new record to the table

Reports :   Generate the actual reports of room usage

         Quit App :    Quits access 

The data is stored in table roomdata

The data in table roomtype holds the room types allowing you to simply add more types to the app by editing this table.

Selecting Add New Data brings up an entry form which automatically moves to add a new record. You can edit existing data by using the record navigation at the bottm of the screen. 

First you should select room type from drop down.

Then select the start of occupancy date on the calendar and click Set Date under arrival date box.

Now select the departure date on the calendar and click Set Date under departure date box.

Select add new record (to the right of departure date box) and continue to add data.

Selecting Reports brings up the report generator
If you are tracking a specific room type select it from the drop down box.

Now enter start and end dates for the report using the calendar control same as in the data entry form.

For instance, all budget rooms for april; select budget from drop down, set start date to 01 April 2010 set enddate to 30 April 2010 (or whatever period you want to report on).
In the Calculate Average Stay box section you can select to report only on the selected room type or report every room type for the period entered.
*If you select report every room type then the drop down selection for room type is ignored.

You then have only to select Preview report, Print report or save report to file (export).

Hope this helps, you can simply change labels, logos, colour scheme etc to suit and importing your existing data should not be a problem. May be easiest to rename your table and fields to match mine and import the table, it’s entirely up to you.

There are no error checks here but the only thing to cause an error is failure to enter a date! Clean data table, tidy etc are easily implemented.
